Bob Roberts commented that, based on his experience with starting non-profit organizations, having an attorney involved with the process is a valuable resource.

AB 1682 FUNDING QUESTIONNAIRE
The questionnaire development is still in process.  Heidi Cartan and Janie Whiteford are meeting to finalize the questionnaire.  John Stansbury offered to review it as well.  Janie reported that she had spoken with Kyle Weber, Manager of Fiscal Administration unit of the Dept. of Social Services.  They are looking to CDWA and Karen Keeslar to actually present them with what the fiscal letter should say in regard to AB 1682 approved expenditures.  They said that they would like to see CICA input, but it seems clear that CICA and Advisory Committees/Governing Boards would not be welcome to the table for input.  Discussion ensued around funding for CICA via grant writing and outreach extending beyond Public Authorities and creating allies including CFILC and possibly other Senior organizations.  Janie Whiteford agreed to supply Bob Roberts with a paragraph about why current practice of AB 1682 funding is illegal.
