LEGISLATIVE REPORT
(This item was moved to the beginning of the meeting due to Karen Keeslar’s schedule)  
The following updates were provided by Karen Keeslar, CAPA’s lobbyist. 

· AB3048 Medical Accompaniant Bill – currently in suspense file.

· AB2498 Co-sponsored bill allowing to pay workers for training.  Karen thinks there is little chance for Governor signing this bill.  Cost is $30M.  Currently in suspense file.

· AB2697 Direct Deposit.  This bill was won and is on the budget.  It has been signed by the Governor and requires the state to set up direct deposit system.  This should be up and running next year.

· AB2536 Overtime Bill.  CAPA language was initially accepted that carved out all IHSS workers.  Since that time, language has been replaced with a lack of clarity whether or not IHSS is exempt.  Any personal care worker who is working for a senior, person with a disability or mental health issue is excluded from the restriction in overtime pay but it is not clear that IHSS workers are excluded.  This bill is being amended again to take out all IHSS workers or anyone working with seniors or those with physical or mental health disabilities.  The bill only applies to private sector nannies.

· SB1660 Increase State Sharing in Wages and Benefits.  Not a very positive chance of a signature on this one.

· SB1435 Ortiz Bill which applies to people who have too much money or assets to qualify for IHSS.  The Governor vetoes this last year and it is going back to the Governor for hopeful signature.

SEIU REORGANIZATION
Janie Whiteford reported that Santa Clara County had a member of their local SEIU come and speak to their Advisory Committee and give her perspective on the reorganization of the Union.  Janie suggested that each Advisory Committee member invite their local Union Steward to come to their Advisory Committee and speak to this issue.

Janie Whiteford introduced Ellen Rollins from SEIU local in Santa Clara County.  Ellen gave a brief presentation on her understanding of the reorganization and how it affects their local and the IHSS consumers in that area.  She said their local will not be merging under the reorganization and she encouraged all IHSS consumers to stay informed and what’s going on with the reorganization.  Janie recommended that all IHSS Advisory Committee’s invite their local Union representative to share information about the reorganization including:

What they are going to include in their tactics

Are they looking at the consumer voice including the consumers desire to stay in their own home?

What is the Union’s stance on managed care?

What part of the Union structure will cover the IHSS consumers and providers?

John Stevenson asked that a document be prepared to share with all Advisory Committees and Public Authorities to pursue an organized way to communicate the IHSS consumer message relative to the Union reorganization.  Janie Whiteford and Amy Terhorst will work on the development of this document and its distribution.

Herb Meyer suggested that workers stay informed that they have an option to leave their Union if they are not satisfied.

Patrick Kenneally reported no progress from last month.  Patrick estimates two months for completion of the by-laws to submit for 501(c)(3) designation.  He asked that CICA Executive Committee respond to by-law drafts that have been sent out.

Janie Whiteford reported that Santa Clara, San Francisco and Nevada Counties have all submitted membership fees.  Marin and Alameda Counties are pending.  Please call Janie if you need a membership packet.

CICA OPEN MEETING AUGUST 31
An open meeting is being held on August 31 from 10AM to 2PM to develop an outreach plan and presentation for CICA Executive Board members to use for promotion of the organization.  This meeting is open to anyone who wants to come.  The meeting will be location at the CFILC office, 1029 J Street, Suite 120, Sacramento.

ADVISORY COMMITTEE QUESTIONNAIRE ON AB1682 FUNDING
Heidi Cartan and Janie Whiteford are working this week on finalizing the questionnaire.  Janie reported that the Fiscal Dept. of the Dept. of Social Services is not inviting CICA to participate in discussions regarding how AB 1682 funds will be allocated.  They are inviting CAPA (via Karen Keeslar) and CDWA to participate in discussions.  They will accept information from CICA via questionnaire.  Janie is asking permission from her Advisory Committee to go to her local legislator and ask for help in understanding this process and support for Advisory Committee voice in decision making regarding allocation of these funds.  Janie encouraged other Advisory Committee members to do the same in their county.  
John Stansbury reported that CAPA had accepted amended language to DSS regulations related to AB 1682 monies that gave Advisory Committees a voice in how that money was allocated.  John emphasized that this will be a long process and to stay as informed as possible.

Nancy Seyden asked that CICA create some standard points at the August 31 meeting for Advisory Committees to use in addressing legislators regarding funding.  Janie will put this on the agenda but indicated it might need to be allocated to another meeting due to time constraints.
10.
CAPA REPORT
John Stansbury reported that CAPA is working on its by-laws and stressed that the designation of an organization as a 501(c)(3) is a long process and we are doing just fine.  He also said that CICA should continue to pursue grant opportunities using COA as the existing 501(c)(3) fiscal agent.  John offered to help any Advisory Committees and/or Public Authorities that may have questions regarding their ability to join CICA.  Mary Imaku (Riverside) and Penelope Beasley (Napa) both expressed a desire for assistance.
John added that CAPA has a Legislation Committee that receives submissions from any Public Authority in September suggesting policy issues and solutions that should be considered.  John offered to forward these submissions to CICA members for Advisory Committees to review.

Mary Imaku asked that Riverside County be added to the list of Advisory Committee outreach presentations.

Penelope Beasley asked that Mendocino County be added to the list of Advisory Committee outreach presentations.

Shirley Stacey inquired about the next CICA conference.  Janie Whiteford reported that the next conference is targeted for Southern California and will contain instruction and training for Advisory Committee members to effectively meet with their local legislators.  Conference Planning meetings will begin in September.
