CICA PROGRESS REPORT

CONFERENCE PLANNING COMMITTEE REPORT
The CICA Conference Planning Committee met on November 11, 2006 in San Jose.  Amy Terhorst reviewed the minutes from that meeting and reported that an online survey tool is being used to collect data in order to make the conference as successful as possible. CAPA REPORT
Heidi Cartan reported that CAPA held their annual meeting in Orange County in November.  CAPA brought in an outside facilitator to assist them in targeting their direction now that there are no imminent IHSS budget threats.  A new slate of officers will begin their terms in January, 2007.  Donna Calame will continue as CAPA’s President; Bud Sayles will be replace Ron Osterhaut as the Southern Regional Vice President; Mary Lu Leonard will be replacing Heidi Cartan as the Central Regional Vice President; George McHugh will be replacing Helen Lopez as the CAPA Treasurer; and Eldon Luce will continue to occupy the CAPA Secretary seat. AB1682 ADVISORY COMMITTEE

IP AND CONSUMER TRAINING
Janie reminded Advisory Committee members that each Public Authority has a training function that offers Independent Provider and Consumer training and that the function is managed by a Training Coordinator.  Janie recommended that Advisory Committees invite their Training Coordinator to one of their monthly meetings for an orientation into the training being provided.  This way, Advisory Committees can advise regarding IHSS training being provided in their county.  The State has produced Consumer and IP Training Handbooks in conjunction with the Quality Assurance Program which are very informative.  There is also a Consumer Handbook, Provider Handbook and Medical Equipment and Assistive Devices and Supplies Handbook.  Heidi Aharonian reported on her experience in auditing training programs offered by the Orange County Public Authority and reinforced the recommendation for Advisory Committee members to become aware of the training offered in their county.
